SARAH KELLY RINGS IN THE NEW YEAR WITH 

WIDESPREAD EXPOSURE THROUGH SONY CONNECT ONLINE

Guitar Center And Continental In-Flight To Tout Kelly’s Image And Music In 2005 

(Nashville, Tenn.) December 3rd, 2004 –  Gotee recording artist and worship leader Sarah Kelly recently recorded five songs for Sony Connect, Sony Music’s digital jukebox and online download store, as part of a major online launch.   Beginning early next year, Sony Connect will be offering songs by Kelly as exclusives at www.sonyconnect.com.  “Take Me Away” and “Living Hallelujah” from previously recorded material by Kelly, as well as three brand new songs titled “Letting Go,” “Proven Intentions,” and “About Midnight” will be featured in live acoustic sets on the brand new Connect Sets section online.  Kelly is one of the first Christian recording acts to work with Sony Connect. 

Kelly, who released her debut album Take Me Away earlier this year, has just stepped off the Jars of Clay tour and immediately joins Everyday Sunday and Gotee label mate Paul Wright on the “Rock The Halls” Christmas tour.  “Rock The Halls” will take the all-star musical cast to 16 cities nationwide throughout December.  In addition to the Christmas tour, Kelly will also be part of the “One Thing” conference in Kansas City December 28th-31st.  The “One Thing”  youth outreach conference is  sponsored by the International House of Prayer, and will feature Kelly leading worship for upwards of 16,000 college kids alongside of other well-known worship leaders including Jason Upton, and Shane & Shane.  

Early 2005 finds Sarah Kelly's portrait, a 10 x 12 foot image, being added to the "World’s Largest Outdoor Photo Exhibit." The gallery can be found on the outside of 140 Guitar Center stores all around the country.  Kelly’s photo, shot in Los Angeles by renowned photographer Maryanne Bilham, will join the likes of Carol King, Bonnie Raitt, and Ann and Nancy Wilson from Heart.

As a 22 year veteran Of Artist Relations at Guitar Center, It has been my honor to interact with legends like Stevie Wonder, Linkin Park, Eric Clapton, ZZ Top and Carol King,” said Dave Weiderman of Guitar Center.  “I believe that Sarah has been gifted to inspire people through her music and connects with her audience on a much higher level than I have seen in the past. I look forward to watching her grow and give through her music.”

 

Continental Airlines will also be featuring multiple songs from Kelly’s Take Me Away album, as well as her upcoming sophomore release, on their “In-Flight” radio station programming.  Kelly’s songs will be available to airline passengers sometime in early 2005.

Sarah Kelly unveiled her debut album Take Me Away  this past February, and has merited the attention of industry and fans alike.  Take Me Away  grabbed the No. 12 spot on the “Top Christian Albums” Soundscan chart first week out by selling more than 4,100 units. This feat secured Kelly as the highest new artist debut in the 10-year history of Gotee Records.  The single “Take Me Way” also landed a No. 6 spot on the CHR radio charts.  With an average of 150-200 tour dates a year, Kelly has shared the stage with acts including the Paul Colman Trio, as well as being an opener on the Fall 2004 Jars of Clay tour.  Kelly was also featured on label mate Grits’ recent Dichotomy B album, as well as In The Name Of Love: Artists United For Africa (Sparrow Records) alongside DC Talk member tobyMac on the remake of U2’s “Mysterious Ways.”
